What if the problem still continues?

The actions listed previously should take care of the majority of nuisance problems.  However, there are cases of complete neglect on the part of absentee owners and landlords that may require stronger actions.  The City of St. Louis has procedures to fight these difficult cases, but a large number of calls to the police must be documented for these procedures to work.  Keep calling the police!
In certain cases, neighborhood residents who believe that their property values are being adversely affected by a problem property may have the option of suing the owner of that property in small claims court.  Lawsuits have to be determined on a case-by-case basis.
